Dillon 
 

 RECOMMENDED ACTION:  “that, upon the recommendation of the Superintendent 
of Schools, the Board of Education approves the agreement between Sachem Central 
School District and Lenore Dillon to provide the following services, consisting of, but 
not limited to: Classroom observations of student with Tourette’s syndrome; and 
provide written recommendations to the Committee on Special Education concerning 
the implementation of a behavioral plan for the student.  The rate for these services is 
$125.00 per hour.  This contract shall be in effect for the period December 1, 2007 
through June 30, 2008.
